Forum: 10 years of Pharmaceutical Care

a Escuela Andaluza de Salud Pudblica en su
afdn de ampliar su vinculacién con los pro-
fesionales del medicamento, decidié orga-
nizar una actividad sobre Atencidn
Farmacéutica y para ello solicitd colabora-
cién a la Facultad de Farmacia de la
Universidad de Granada y a su Grupo de
Investigacidn en Atencidn Farmacéutica.

Con estas dos ideas iniciales: vincular a los farma-
céuticos con los organismos de gestidn sanitaria y
mostrar todos los trabajos, acciones, iniciativas, poli-
ticas, etc., realizados en Espafia relativas a la filosoffa
del Pharmaceutical Care, se comenzé a organizar el
evento: el Forum sobre 10 afios de Atencidn
Farmacéutica: un compromiso profesional con el
paciente.

Los presidentes del Forum, Fernando Martinez
decano de la Facultad de Farmacia de la Universidad
de Granada y José Antonio Souto gerente de la
Escuela Andaluza de Salud Publica, designaron a José
Martinez Olmos y a Isabel Baena, profesores e
investigadores de la Escuela y a su vez miembros del
Grupo de Investigacidn, como presidentes de los
comités cientifico y organizador, respectivamente.
Ellos a su vez eligieron a una serie de personas de
indiscutible valfa cientffica y sobre todo dotadas de
un enorme entusiasmo, para realizar todo el traba-
jo de seleccidon de temas y ponentes y organizar las
actividades que dardn contenido al Forum, consi-
guiendo ademds el apoyo incondicional de MSD-
Espafia.

El primer éxito de organizacién ha sido que los
protagonistas de la celebracidn, los profesores
Hepler y Strand, aceptaran su invitacién y participen
en el Forum impartiendo las conferencias de inau-
guracién y clausura, respectivamente.

he Andalusian School of Public Health in
its desire to extend its link with the drug
professionals, decided to organize an acti -
vity on Pharmaceutical Care and in order
to do so asked for collaboration from The
Faculty of Pharmacy of the University of
Granada and its Research Group on
Pharmaceutical Care.
From the aforementioned collaboration
arose in the first place the idea of organi -
zing a meeting which had as one of the objectives to revi -
se everything which had been done on Pharmaceutical
Care in Spain. 10 years had gone by since the publica -
tion of "Opportunities..." by Hepler and Strand, and it
was thought to be a good way to celebrate this scienti -
fic event, which without a doubt has stamped a real
revolution on the professional work of the pharmaceu -
tical service.

With this two initial ideas: to link the pharmacists
with the organisms of health management, and to
show all the studies, actions, initiatives, policies, etc.
carried out in Spain relative to the philosophy of
Pharmaceutical Care, the organizing of the event was
begun: the "Forum on 10 years of Pharmaceutical
Care: a professional compromise with the patient”.

The presidents of the Forum, Fernando Martinez,
dean of the University of Granada Faculty of Pharmacy,
and José Antonio Souto, director of the Andalusian School
of Public Health, designated José Martinez Olmos and
Isabel Baena, teachers and researchers at the School
and, at the same time members of the Research Group,
as presidents of the Scientific and Organizer committe -
es, respectively. They, in turn, chose a series of people of
unquestionable scientific work and especially endowed
with enormous enthusiasm, to carry out the selection of
themes and lecturers, and to organize the activities
which would give content to the Forum, obtaining, as
well, the unconditional support of MSD-Espaha.

The organization's first success has been that the
protagonists of the celebration, professors Hepler and
Strand, accepted their invitation and participated in the
Forum giving opening and closure lectures, respectively.
Both have shown their pleasure to be once again back
in Spain, this time at the University, to share with us
their knowledge and future proposals, both recognising
that the Spanish community pharmacists are putting
themselves at the head of Europe in Pharmaceutical
Care.

Se ha organizado un mesa redonda sobre
"Politicas en Atencidon Farmacéutica", donde se ha
invitado a participar a los principales responsables
de los servicios farmacéuticos, para ofrlos y que nos
oigan, con el fin de que se puedan aunar esfuerzos
encaminados a prestar ayuda a los pacientes en la
utilizacion de su farmacoterapia.

Se van a impartir conferencias sobre qué se
necesita aprender y cédmo hacer el Seguimiento
Farmacoterapéutico a pacientes, para que a través
de la deteccidn prevencidn y resolucidon de
Problemas Relacionados con Medicamentos, mejo-
ren su calidad de vida. Y se han organizado talleres
formativos, para que los participantes adquieran y
perfeccionen habilidades y destrezas para realizar el
Seguimiento Farmacoterapéutico. Los temas selec-
cionados, lo han sido en base de su adecuacidn para
el trabajo profesional.

Finalmente, toda la Escuela Andaluza de Salud
Publica de Granada estard llena de pdsters histéri-
cos, que mostrardn todo lo que en Espafia se ha
hecho en Atencién Farmacéutica: proyectos de
investigacion, programas formativos, actividades de
implementacidn, organismos creados, publicaciones
cientfficas y profesionales, etc. Todo ello presentado
por sus protagonistas, personas innovadoras, inquie-
tas, generosas y entusiastas, que llevan |10 afios dedi-
cando gran parte de sus esfuerzos a contribuir al
desarrollo del Pharmaceutical Care, con muchos
propdsitos (profesionales, cientificos, promocionales,
etc.). Pero con uno que sobresale por encima de
todos: ayudar a los pacientes a obtener el mdximo
beneficio de los medicamentos que utilizan para
mejorar sus problemas de salud.

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A round table has been organized on "Policies in
Pharmaceutical Care", where the main responsible
people for the pharmaceutical services were invited to
participate so as to hear them and for them to hear
us, with the aim of uniting forces directed towards pro -
viding care for patients in the use of their drug therapy.
